• This part of the project will consist of a 3D map of your chosen state made 

out of flour, salt, and water 

o Mixture: 2 cups of flour, 1 cup of salt, and 3/4 cup of water 

o Mix water slowly, if mixture is too “runny” add more flour  

• Put the dough on a piece of cardboard (at least shoe box size to at most 13 

X 19”) and start to create map  

• The map will have to show the state’s landmarks (state capital, important 

cities, rivers, mountains, etc.).  

• Once the map is dry, students will have to paint the map (to show rivers, 

cites, mountains, etc.)  

• Cities can be distinguished through dots, toothpicks, flags, etc. whichever 

way you would like to label them is ok, just make sure they are labeled.
